Writing Terminology

1. Introduction- The first paragraph in an essay. It includes the thesis, most often at

the end.

2. Body paragraph- A middle paragraph in an essay. It develops a point you want to make that supports your thesis.

4. Concluding paragraph- The last paragraph in your essay. It may sum up your

ideas, reflect on what you said in your essay or say more commentary about your

subject. Your conclusion is all commentary and does not include concrete detail.

It does not repeat key words from your paper. It gives a finished feeling to your

essay.

5. Thesis- the main point, main idea, or central message of your paper. The argument(s) you make in your paper should reflect this main idea. The sentence that captures your position on this main idea is what we call a thesis statement. It should be a complex sentence and comes in at  the end of your introductory paragraph.

6. Pre-writing- the thought process by which you gather your concrete details. We

will use outlines. 

7. Concrete details (CD) - Specific details that form the backbone or core of your

body paragraph. Synonyms include facts, specifics, examples, descriptions,

illustrations, support, proof, evidence, quotations, paraphrasing, or plot

references. (the “what”)

8. Commentary (CM) - Your opinion or comment about something; not concrete

detail. Synonyms include opinion, insight, analysis, interpretation, inference,

personal response, feelings, evaluation, explication, and reflection. (“the so

what”). The second commentary must relate to the first CM not to the CD.

Doing so will avoid a repeat CM. Avoids redundancy.

9. Topic sentence- The first sentence in a body paragraph. It must have a subject

and opinion (commentary) for the paragraph. It does that same for the body

paragraph as the thesis does for the entire essay.

10. Concluding sentence- The last sentence in a body paragraph. It is all

commentary, does not repeat key words, and gives a finished feeling to the

paragraph.

11. Chunk- One sentence of concrete detail and two sentences of commentary. It is

the smallest group of thoughts that you can write.

Paragraph Formula

Be very mechanical at this point in your writing career. Learn how to write concisely and clearly. This chart will serve as a checklist. Ask yourself: Is it fact or opinion? Be sure. Be clear.

TS: topic sentence
CD1: fact 1
Cm1: opinion
Cm2: opinion (careful not to restate the cd here, look to tiecm2 to cm1)
CD2: fact 2
Cm1: opinion
Cm2: opinion (careful not to restate the CD here, look to tie CM2 to CM1)
CD3: fact 3
Cm1: opinion
Cm2: opinion (careful not to restate the CD here, look to tie CM2 to CM1)
CS: concluding sentence: careful not to restate fact here, it is all opinion
-How you choose to set up your body paragraphs is up to you and should be based on what would work best with your paper.
